











Legacy Trails Grant Program

American Trails, in partnership with the United States Forest Ser-
vice (USFS), has established the Legacy Trails Grant Program. This
program is funded up to $1.5 million per year for 5 years through
the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law. It supports partner trail projects
that further the Legacy Roads and Trails criteria on National Forest
System trails throughout the nine Forest Service Regions. This
grant program is administered by American Trails and funded
through a cost-share agreement with the United States Forest
Service through 2027 to support trails projects on national forests
and grasslands. American Trails is soliciting applications for fund-
ing, with awards up to $100K per project.

The goal of the program is to support projects that restore,
protect, and maintain watersheds on our national forests and
grasslands managed by the USFS. American Trails announced
they are pleased to partner with the USFS in continuing the Leg-
acy Trails Grant Program and are thrilled to be able to support
projects across the country, which will have a positive impact
on watershed health, public access to the outdoors, and overall
trail resiliency.

In the past two years the Legacy Trails Grant Program has funded
65 projects in total. In the first year of this program, a total of $1.35
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million in grant funds were distributed to 38 organizations. In its
second year, the program provided a total of $1.35 million in fund-
ing to 27 organizations.

ELCR's October 31, 2024, webinar Sustainable Equestrian Trails:
From Grant Funding to Project Execution, in partnership with
American Trails, focuses on the Legacy Trails Grant Program and
features two Legacy Trails Grant Program award recipients, Back
Country Horsemen of Washington and Back Country Horsemen
of the Virginia Highlands. The webinar looks at how Legacy Trails
grant funds supported the Pasayten Wilderness Project and the
Virginia Highlands Horse Trail project in these two respective
states.

Discussion focuses on the Virginia Highlands Horse Trail Project and the Pasayten Wilderness
Project in Washington, using these examples to highlight key issues in trail maintenance and sustainability while offering common
solutions to challenges that may arise on equestrian trails.

Oscar brings almost two decades
of senior leadership experience
in the public and private sectors.
He oversees a consulting practice
that focuses on Food, Agriculture,
Renewable Energy, and Informa-
tion Technology.

In 2021, Oscar Gonzales was ap-
pointed by President Biden to
serve as Assistant Secretary for
Administration at the US. De-

idents Association, and the UFW Foundation. In 2019, Governor
Newsom appointed Oscar to the California Horse Racing Board,
and he was reappointed in 2023. He lives in Davis, CA, with his
wife Christine and their dogs Honey and Jetty.
